 Many of you have heard of Rick Warren, the pas-

tor of Saddleback Church and author of The Purpose 

Driven Life. Three years ago, Pastor Rick, and his wife 

Kay, experienced the most devastating tragedy that any 

parent could face - The suicidal death of a child. Mat-

thew, their 27-year old son, took his own life after bat-

tling depression and mental illness. 

 

About a year after the tragedy, many people asked Rick, 

ñHow have your survived? How have you kept moving 

forward in your pain?ò The response that Rick still 

gives is, òEaster. The answer is Easter.ò  In Lee 

Strobelôs book, The Case for Hope, Warren elaborates 

during an interview: 

 

 You see, the death and the burial and the resurrec-

tion of Jesus happened over three days. Friday was the 

day of suffering and pain and agony. Saturday was the 

day of doubt and confusion and misery. But Easter, that 

Sunday, was the day of hope and joy and victory.

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And hereôs the fact of life: you will 

face these three days over and over and 

over in your lifetime. And when you 

do, youôll find yourself asking, as I did, 

three fundamental questions. Number 

one, óWhat do I do in my days of 

pain?ô Two, ñHow do I get through my 

days of doubt and confusion?ô Three, 

óHow do I get to the days of joy and 

victory?ô 

 

The answer is Easter. The answer is  

é Easter. 

 

The message of  Easter isnôt that Jesus 

is alive, it is so much more than that. 

The message of Easter is that Jesus 

Christ, who died, is risen from death! 

And because of this truth - we have 

faith and hope in God, in all things.

During the Month of April, we at Amelia  Christian Church will hear a special emphasis on 
Time and Talent Stewardship.  As I started to think about Stewardship of our Time and Talents 
and what that means, I looked up the word "stewardship" in Merriam Webster's dictionary and 
this is the definition I found.  Stewardship is the careful and responsible management of some-
thing entrusted to one's care.  How might that apply to our time and our talents?  Psalm 24:1 
states "The earth is the LORDôs, and everything in it,  the world, and all who live in it"  Therefore 
all that we have belongs to the Lord and we have been entrusted to care for it, including our 
time and our talents.  Romans 12 tells us that we all have different gifts according to the grace 
given to each of us.

"Faith by itself if it is 
not accompanied by action, is dead." James 2:17.  So don't let your faith be dead, put your gifts 
to use!  I read one article that said "Stewardship is our ultimate calling as Christ's followers.   
Stewardship is managing God's blessings God's way for God's glory. "   I love that definition!  It 
reminds us that life is completely about God and His purpose and not about us at all.  After all,  
"We are God's handiwork, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in 
advance for us to do." Ephesians 2:10.  Jesus set the perfect example for us.  "He being in very 
nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be used to his own advantage; 
rather, he made himself nothing by taking the very nature of a servant." Philippians 2:6 -7.  
Throughout scripture we are called to serve one another humbly in love.  It is the heart of what 
Christ taught us.  Think about a ship steward or an airline stewardess - their job is to serve oth-
ers.

part of how we use those things is in regard to serving 
others. Remember Christ taught us in Matthew 25 that 
when we are serving others, we are ultimately serving 
Christ himself.  My prayer is that you will give prayerful 
consideration to the talents that God has blessed you 
with and how He is calling you to use those to serve His 
church.  Then fill out your Time and Talent card in the 
way that the Holy Spirit leads you to do.  When the final 
day of judgement comes, may we all hear Him say, 
"óWell done, good and faithful servant!... Come and 
share in your master's happiness!"
