FROM THE PASTOR  

The traffic can be backed up for a 
quarter of a mile on Cornwallis 
Road heading towards Hwy 42 
on some weekday mornings. Iôve 
mistimed the commute to the 
church on a number of occasions 
and have experienced the frustra-
tion of sitting still in the vehicle 
with coffee in hand, only to slowly 
roll forward before stopping 
again. I must confess my inability 
of dealing with such delays in traffic; so I usually reach for the 
radio dial, check my texts, send texts, or make a call. But one 
morning the grace of God woke me up to the beautiful coun-
try side that surrounds that very stretch of delay. While at a 
complete stop in the van I rolled down the window, turned off 
the radio, scanned the panoramic field, and listened. Delays 
on a stretch of road in the country can be rather peacefulé
and quiet. I saw things I never knew was there when the traf-
fic flows at a faster pace; like an old house nestled deeper in 
the field, a rugged path cut through the pasture, and a small 
pond hidden behind a cluster of trees. I could actually hear 
the grasshoppers and see the butterflies bouncing around a 
patch of wildflowers.  
 
I was somewhat overwhelmed by the sheer beauty and inno-
cence of it all; as well as a slight feeling of remorse, regret-
ting that I had not noticed that which was so freely available 
and so close to my home and heart.

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Itôs in our nature to both desire God while also 
assuming that we are in complete control of our 
lives. This is where the struggle is found. The 
Lord says, ñBe still and know that I am God.ò  
Maybe the disruptions and distractions that 
cause us to slow down, or to come to a com-
plete stop, are intrusions of Godôs grace that 
interrupts our otherwise wearisome plans. One 
way or the other, whether willingly or unwill-
ingly, we will be silent before God, and God will 
speak to us.   
  
I donôt intentionally plan to get caught in the de-
lays on Cornwallis Road; but when I do, I seize 
the opportunity to commune with the innocence 
and beauty of the countryside. And I thank God 
for all that he has provided. His tender mercies 
are new every morning!
