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The trustees have been very busy during the month of June. Some of the more important issues 

that we have dealt with are described below. However a comprehensive report will be submitted 

for our next business meeting in July.  

Critical Items identified for replacement and/or repaired:  

HVAC Unit attached to Amelia Chapel was repaired 

Fire Alarms in the Sanctuary and Education Buildings have been tested and certified for the 

time period June 2017 ï 2018. North Carolina law requires testing/certification to be 

done on an annual basis. Several relatively minor areas of concern were noted in the re-

port that the fire marshal issued. These areas are in the process of being corrected. 

Meetings and site visits have concluded with contractors regarding issues with our Education 

Building, Amelia Chapel and Church Sanctuary. 

(1) Nine (9) contractors have inspected Education Building. We are now waiting on the quote 

from the ninth and final contractor. It has been decided by your trustees that any outstanding 

quotes received except from the ninth (9th) contractor WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. 

#1  CHURCH SANCTUARY ROOF LEAK: 

This project possibly may fall under the warranty period as provided by the contractor who in-

stalled the roof. We consider this a high priority issue. 

***UPDATE*** 

Trustees have discovered that the roof warranty period was from January 2007 thru January 

2012. Contractor was up on the roof and made repairs to areas that appeared to be areas 

of concern. Your trustees will continue to closely monitor this issue. 

 

#2  AMELIA CHAPEL STEEPLE LEAK: 

Steeple is leaking. Your trustees are currently in the process of determining which will be the 

best way to resolve the steeple leak. We consider this a high priority issue. 

***UPDATE*** 

Trustees have literally just received the exhaustive engineering report. We have not had an am-

ple amount of time to properly review the contents of the report.
